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Mediterranean orthodontic
integration project (MOIP)

Network

After the last SIDO-SFODF-1st MOIP
Network Meeting in Venicelido in
May 2008, described as a great
success by all participants, SIDO has
been thinking about further progress
and possible initiatives for the MOIP
Network, and an update on possible
future developments is now due.
The Venice report had indicated that
many infernational Colleagues had
suggested the MOIP Network Mee-
ting "to become a regular new ap-
pointment, organized each time by
a different country in the Mediter-
ranean area”: offers to host the
event in the future had af the time en-
thusiastically come from a number of
Societies.

It did however appear in later cor
respondence that 2010 might be a
very busy year for the whole Ortho-
dontic Community, and indeed it is,
with the usual national and interna-
fional meefings, and the addition o
an already busy agenda of the 7th
Infernational Orthodontic Congress
in Sydney in February 2010: an
event that seems to be very appea-
ling to many Colleagues and will
see the participation of the best spea-
kers in the whole orthodontic World.
Some of the Counfries who had ori-
ginally offered to host the event pre-
ferred postponing their direct invol-

vement in the organization of a
meeting to a later time. Offers have
then been received fo host the next
MOIP Network Meeting in 2012,
4 years after the first official Net-
work Meeting in Venice.

The SIDO Council, with president
Claudio De Nuccio and president-
elect Carmela Savastano, feels it
would be a rather long time before the
Network could have a chance to meet
again and continue in the project.
Thus the suggestion and the offer
from the SIDO Council to organize
and host another MOIP Session in
ltaly, in May 2010, when the new
president Carmela Savastano will
chair the Spring Meeting.

This would cbviously involve the pre-
sence of some Speakers from the
MOIP participating Countries, to in-
crease the relationship and the cul-
tural exchanges among the Medi-
terranean countries.

The Venice report also indicated
that “the list of possible speakers of
the different associations has been
completed, and will soon be avai-
lable for distribution”. On looking ot
it again, before distributing it with
the report, SIDO did however feel
that the 2007 nominations of pos-
sible speakers from the different Co-
untries needed updating from all So-

ciefies before distribution and fur-
ther planning. Some lists are al-
ready quite comprehensive, indica-
fing a number of topics and names,
and further suggestions from all So-
cieties have recently been reque-
sted, so that an inferesting and
sound Scientific Program can be for-
mulated.

SIDO trusts the invitation to come to
ltaly once again fo further progress
our relationships and the Network
will be accepted by all and looks
forward to welcoming all our MOIP
Network Colleagues in our beauti-
ful Country.

The venue of the Spring Meeting
has recently been decided on, affer
the Council has been looking at a
number of possible locations, con-
sidering all MOIP Network partici-
pants’ suggestions discussed in Ve-
nice. Facilities in transport and eco-
nomical issues regarding accom-
modation, important fo all of us, but
also the inferest and beauty of the
place, have all been considered.
The final choice fell on Viareggio
(Versilia), a beautiful seaside resort
in fascinating Tuscany, ideal for both
a scientifically stimulating Spring
Meeting and a relaxing spring

break, on May 14 and 15, 2010.

The theme of the Meeting is “New
perspectives for patientcentered
orthodontics”

with the topics:

* Clinical advantages from gene-
tic research;

* Prediction of the response fo func-
tional /orthopedic treatment;
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* Prediction of biomechanical re-
sponse and Individualization of
treatment;

* Clinical cases: individualization of
freatment and new technologies.

Viareggio is within easy reach from

the airport of Pisa (www.pisa-air-

port.com) where here most interna-
tional —even low cost- companies
fly, and trains from Milan and Rome
are quite frequent foo. Viareggio is
deservely known as the “Pearl of
the Tyrrhenian”, thanks to its bea-
ches of fine golden sand, marinas,
vast pine woods, and the elegant
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shops that face onto the long bou-
levards lined with palm trees and
oleander bushes.
